1 User Guide  

1.1  Supported devices  

DataPro 3 reports on data collected from the CI-3100 Ethernet remote sensors. 
DataPro 3 also utilizes the CI-309A alarm towers. 

 

1.2  Continuous Monitoring  

DataPro 3 supports only continuous particle monitoring, where particle counters 
are permanently installed to monitor specific locations.  

The DataPro 3 user interface displays the data as soon as it is available. 

The particle monitoring continues uninterrupted in the background. This is 
handled by the Data Acquisition Service (DAS). 

1.3  Reports  

DataPro 3 will generate a variety of standard reports defined by industry 
standards, such as EU GMP Annex 1 (2008), ISO 14644-1, or FS 209E. 

DataPro 3 also generates graphs. 
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1.4  Users  

In order to use the computer, the user must provide a correct user name and 
password. DataPro 3 makes use of this authentication process to regulate 
access to its functions. 

In a domain, user management is conducted by a special component of the 
network. Otherwise, it is conducted by the local computer itself.  

Administrators have unimpeded access to all features and functions.  

Administrators grant security privileges to other users. 

DataPro 3 provides four levels of access control. Level 1 is higher than Level 2. 
Level 2 is higher than Level 3. And so on and so forth.

1.5  System requirements for the SQL server  

Microsoft SQL Server 2005 Express Edition SP2 is included in the DataPro 3 
installation package.  

DataPro 3 uses SQL Server to store the system configuration, sample data, 
alarms, and system logs. 

Since it is a service, it is automatically started whenever the computer on which 
it is installed starts up. 

Important: CLiMET will support domains and isolated computers. However, CLiMET will NOT support 
workgroups because you cannot achieve 21 CFR 11 compliance with workgroups. In particular, see 21 
CFR 11 section 11.10 (d), 11.10 (g), 11.10 (h) and 11.100 (a).
